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No on Prop 14 

Title:  “Elections. Increases Right to Participate in Primary Elections”

Proposed: Non-partisan, open primary. Only the two highest voted candidates allowed into the general election. Theoretically, will elect more moderates.


Opponents' analysis: Has been tried elsewhere and did not achieve goals. Fosters incumbency, limits choice, eliminates third parties from general election, and conflicts with other reforms.  In Louisiana, only one incumbent lost in 30 years (1978-2006).  Only one incumbent lost when Washington used it in 2008.
